· Recommendations for data access should be written per processing level of product and not by the access mechanism.  Have rec for Level 1 & 2 processed products; and have separate rec for Level 3 & 4 processed product.

· Audience for the info model paper is first WGISS (partners will find the recs per processed product type useful) and then for GEO (to describe satellite data and the complexities and issues associated with their access).

Discussion:
· Issues for data access:
· L1 and L2 data granules can be accessed by the CSW by online url but no set of standard approaches for conveying the geo-referencing info.  This results in users having to do something to the data before using GIS tools with it

· L3 data more useful for GEO world.  L3 data more appropriate for WCS access.  However the L3 data would then need to be cataloged two ways – the standard granules and then the WCS coverages.  User would need to understand that there is the same data for two different catalog entries.  Data providers would need to maintain currency for both catalog entries – and this is more work for the data provider

·  Info model paper 
· Explain the processing levels and some light summary information on what the pros/cons are for the different processing levels (ex:  L3 daily product is not the daily average of values but often the value of observation at the observation time during the day)

· Recommend using WCS for L3 data with the caveats of the 2 catalogs needed for same data

· Recommend using CSW online url access to granules for L1/L2 data granules with caveat that a general approach to conveying the geo-referencing info needed in the future for the L1/L2 data granules

· Important to convey strengths, weaknesses, applicability, and limitations for the “recs” to set expectations and a clearer understanding of what users get
